THE ROLE OF THE CATEGORY OF MODALITY IN THE
FORMATION OF DISCOURSE COMPETENCE

The role of the category of modality in the formation of discourse competence is
considered. The aim of the research is to analyze the pragmatic functions of the types of
text modality, which are necessary for the argumentation of the author's viewpoint. It has
been established that the axiological modality, the modality of assertion/denial, the
modality of consent, the illustrative modality, the inferential modality, as well as the
speech technique of the modal nature “recurrence” increase the persuasiveness and
relevance of the grounds, which ultimately helps the author in substantiating the hypothesis
in theses and dissertations. The theoretical significance of the article lies in identifying the
pragmatic functions of modality in an argumentative scientific discourse. The practical
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significance of the article lies in the fact that the author can use the category of modality
not only to express his own attitude to reality, but also to indirectly impose the viewpoint
to the addressee.
