The object of the research is historical and cultural tourism in China and
Belarus.

The subject of the research is the economic impact of historical and cultural
tourism development in China and Belarus.

The purpose of the Master’s thesis is to study historical and cultural tourism
development in China and Belarus and to suggest ways for enhancing its economic
impact.

The research methodology is based on the principles of a systematic
approach as a scientific method for studying the historical and cultural tourism
development. General scientific methods (analysis, synthesis, methods of
comparison, classification and graphical processing of data) are used as well as
specific scientific methods (SWOT-analysis, methods of statistical analysis,
questionnaire survey).

The main results:

1. By distinguishing the concept of historical and cultural tourism and
referring to the research trend of relevant literature, the research direction of this
paper is determined as how to develop the historical and cultural tourism industry to
maximize its influence on the regional economy.

2. The differences in historical and cultural tourism resources and
development levels between Belarus and China, as well as friendly and mutual
assistance in international relations, determine the macro basis of mutual
cooperation and mutual learning in this industry between the two countries. Under
the influence of COVID-19, the results of questionnaire survey provide novel
perspectives for practitioners to make decisions, such as replacing real travel
behavior with simulated reality technology.

3. According to the Pearson correlation analysis in the number of inbound
tourists and domestic travel services provided by the historical and cultural tourism
development of the most influential factor is the number of international travelers,
and on the basis of the two countries of different development present situation and
the condition is put forward to improve the number of strategies, so as to increase
the influence of the historical and cultural tourism industry to GDP.
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
