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Abstract

The concept of national debt originated in European and American
countries, and gradually matured under the cultivation of capitalism, and
the national debt was used as a fiscal policy tool to get rid of the financial
crisis. In China, the history of national debt is not long, only a few decades.
With the reform of China's economic system and the outbreak of the
financial crisis in 2008, China's treasury bond business has slowly risen.

The object of research is to analyze the impact of national debt on the
national economy taking China as an example, to establish a regression
model to quantify the impact of national debt on the economy, and finally
to put suggestions to enhance the positive impact of national debt on the
economy and to reduce the impact of national debt on the economy.

The subject of the study is look for the role of national debt in the
national economy, and put forward some relevant suggestions based on
China's current situation.
