The paper address the main types of modifications of phraseological
units, including  conventional, occasional, and = ‘“experimental”
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transformations. If contemporary phraseology uses the concept of occasional
transformations of phraseological units, then the proposed concept of
“experimental modifications” underlies the gradual approach to the category
of idiomaticity. The conception of scalability of the linguistic experiment
depending on the type of discourse develops V.N. Teliya’s ideas about the
need to study language in its functioning in the different types of discourse.
Considering that linguistic creativity is the basic feature of the artistic
discourse, and the maximum experiment with language and word is the basic
feature of the avant-garde artistic discourse, we consider an experiment in
phraseology based on the texts of the Russian avant-garde authors (cubo-
futurists). The presentation discusses some of the results obtained in the work
under the project of the dictionary “Idiomatics of the Russian avant-garde:
cubo-futurism” (I.V. Zykova & O.V. Sokolova). We consider in detail the
most characteristic varieties of the “avant-garde idioms” experimental
modifications. These modifications are the result of a number of structural
and semantic transformations, like intersemiotic, interlevel, alogical shifts,
etc.
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
