The paper deals with author’s coinages which name peculiarities of
characters in adolescent fantasy. The aim of the paper is to specify the
cognitive mechanism employed by the author of adolescence fantasy to coin
nominative units for elements of the fictional world.

The research is based on C. Ahern’s books “Flawed” and “Perfect”. The
methods of context, definition, and semantic analysis were applied to describe
the word building process. The new nominative units represent components of
two semantic fields: “regularity of the fictional world” and “deviation of the
fictional world”.

Academician N.D. Arutyunova wrote that deviation is a boost of
semantic development and enjoys a wide lexical representation [Arutyunova
1988: 235]. The books by C. Ahern represent the fictional community, whose
members belong to two categories: the ones who live up to the standards of
the fictional world and the ones who do not. Both semantic fields — “perfect”
and “flawed” — are comprised of mental constructs which came into being due
to conceptual integration and are represented in the text by semantic
innovations. However, in the texts deviation is represented by a far greater
number of new nominative units, which belong to different topics, than
regularity. Thus, it is proved that deviation gives a boost to word building
activity of an individual irrespective of the fact what he/she describes: real
world or fictional world.

The gained results can be used in the study of other genres of speculative
fiction: fairy tales, science fiction, etc. because they explain how fictional
mental constructs and their names are coined.
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
