The purpose of the work is to consider the linguistic and cultural aspects
of the concept of architectonics (FR. I’architectonique). The relevance of the
research is associated with a constant interest to the relationship between
culture and language, since “the facts of author’s word usage are as integral a

property of a living language as the normatively fixed combination of words”
[Teliya 1981: 12].
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If in the everyday view of architectonics is associated [New
encyclopedia 2002: 69] with the idea of harmony, a solid Foundation,
balanced proportions, then academician V.V. Vinogradov [1976: 67]
significantly expanded the conceptual space of this term, considering it as a
necessary element of the emotional and psychological picture of a literary
work. The semantics of architectonics, according to V.V. Vinogradov,
involves the artistic design of the work, techniques for constructing meanings
and emotional-symbolic series, the flow of associations, but also associative
jumps, the destruction of logical connections, and the random accumulation of
details.

The conceptual breadth of the term linguistic culture creates the
preconditions for the emergence of their ambiguity. The scope and content of
concepts denoted by words change significantly as the language develops,
which encourages their study.
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
