The purpose of the study is a linguoculturological interpretation of new
phenomena in the speech implementation of the concept “patriotism” through
the analysis of semantic and evaluative transformations of lexemes —
representatives of the concept as a result of expanding their standard
compatibility in contexts of use.

Methods of a complex linguoculturological description of concepts on a
linguocognitive basis and a method of analyzing active processes in the lexis
of the modern Russian language are used. The research material is the text
data of the Russian National Corpus and the authors’ Internet monitoring.

New phenomena in the lexical explication of the analyzed concept are
associated with the enrichment of the semantic volume of the concept and
with the development of its connotative-evaluative potential by expanding
compatibility. We will focus only on two types of contexts: the model of
attributive compatibility of the lexeme patriotism; model of a genius
metaphor with the lexeme patriotism.

The study of attributive word-combinations for the word patriotism with
relative adjectives made it possible to reveal the possibility of spreading the
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use of the lexeme to thematic areas, in relation to which the feeling of
patriotism could not be previously attributed, for example, to the sphere of
things, mechanisms, substances, goods that are symbolically significant for
their owners: ruble, automobile, beer, felt, samovar, buffet, swamp, harem
patriotism, etc. The combination of the word patriotism with qualitative
adjectives reveals the possibility of contextual implementation of non-usual
evaluativity as positive: pure, new, healthy patriotism, and negative: vulgar,
obsessive, indecent, hysterical patriotism. Genitive word-combinations based
on the scheme “noun. + noun Gen.” actualize negative-evaluative metaphors
of death, illness (poison, seizure, syndrome, attack of patriotism), which
expresses the ambiguous attitude of the speakers to this concept.

The study allows us to clarify the principles of the complex description
of the concepts of culture in relation to the new material, which have
developed in modern linguoculturology — active processes in the vocabulary
of the Russian language of the latest period.
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
