The paper deals with the research of communicative and pragmatic
parameters of phraseological intensifiers (Pl) in the discourse. The material
for investigation includes the fragments of texts with Pls taken from The
Corpus of Contemporary American English (COCA). The methods of
discourse analysis and analysis of speech acts are used in the research.

It is stated that Pls are considered to be the illocutionary marked
linguistic signs, in their semantics representations of speech situations,
manifesting the illocutionary intentions of a speaker, are expressed.

The paper determines the functioning of Pls in speech acts, having a
particular illocutionary force (IF) and a higher degree of the relativity of their
appearance in the dialogical discourse. In discourse, Pls contribute to the
intensity of the illocutionary force of the utterance. This contribution deals
with such components of the IF as degree of strength of the sincerity
conditions and degree of strength of the illocutionary point [Searle 1985]. In
the discourse, Pls can develop the assertive, directive and commissive
illocutionary forces. In the conditions of the dialogue complementation Pls
establish the assertive and commissive illocutionary forces.

It is proved that intensity, which is the leading seme in PIs’ semantics, is
realized in the discourse due to the speaker’s intention to affect the
interlocutor strongly. Pls are phraseological units used by the speakers in
order to attain the speaker’s strategic communicative goal in situations when
the rational means of affection are not effective and this causes the usage of
illocutionary means employing PIs.

The research contributes to further linguistic investigation of discursive
means of strong affection to the discourse participants.
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
