River theme in poet’s literary world attracts the scholars’ attention for
“the river landscape to be the reverberation of the author’s individual vision
of the world, this sort of appreciation is full of subjective sense and message”
[Galimova 2012: 156].

Author’s perception of the world alters the epistemological one, the
explanation of it is the “subjective image of the objective reality”. The image
Is constructed through the prism of a poet’s cognition and language, it is “the
result of his spirit activity” [Maslova 2004: 42].

The thesis is devoted to the river theme depiction in Pavel Vassilyev’s
poetry.

The research is the underlying message that the poet intended to convey
within the river theme frameworks.

First, the river is his childhood, home, motherland which are imprinted
in his mind, they are his heart. The river turns to be the whole world, and it is
familiar and native for him. The poet depicts the potential of the river areas
with their fish and beasts. P. Vassilyev’s rivers unite people into one
community and it becomes a boundless world. The Ob, Irtysh, and Volga
Rivers are the poet’s Universe.

The opposite theme of the river is its ability to separate people, and the
other bank of the river happens to be something alien and far-fetched with its
deep waters.

There is one more constituent of the river theme: a will, a freedom. It is
an important component for any national culture. It is both implicit and
explicit, and non-freedom is also connected with the river, it is inanimate and
still.

The specific element of the river theme is an endless, long road, it is a
river-runaway, a vagabond.

This multilayered river theme signifies its validity in an aesthetic
appreciation of the world described by the poet. The river being one of the
dominants of the linguistic picture of the world gives readers a room for
speculations and comprehension of an interaction between people and nature.
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
