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The article presents a case study of more than 60 texts by modern
Russian-speaking writers. The author describes peculiarities of metaphoric
sphere of literary discourse with metaphors based on relatively new but highly
popular vocabulary — the vocabulary of IT-sphere. The aim of the research is
to reveal the aesthetic potential of key words belonging to this sphere by
identifying their figurative function as various types of metaphors. 15 types of
metaphor were found in the overall body of about 3,000 language items.

Special attention is given to the analysis of anthropomorphic and
anthropocentric metaphors, as well as the “code” metaphor which help to
create the image of the Internet as certain autonomous entity and the image of
a modern man — “user”, who often resembles this entity. Realization of the
metaphorical model “Computer (Internet) — Man” allows to outline the
negative phenomena typical of information society and consequences of mind
control, lack of critical thinking approach towards information, social
infantilism.

Metaphors created on the basis of IT-sphere vocabulary play a
conceptual role in the author’s literary world, conveying his attitude to the
main object of literary portrayal — the man.

The study is built on the basis of general, philological analysis and
particular, linguistic analysis of a fictional text and presents a part of the
author’s separate research devoted to the formation of the Russian Internet
vocabulary in modern Russian language and realized within the framework of
functional sociolinguistics.
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
