The article is devoted to the analysis of metaphorical use of Russian
verbs that name features included in the mental presentations of plants.

The metaphor is widely used in all languages of the world. In linguistic
science, it is considered as a stylistic tool, a means of nomination, as well as a
way to create a linguistic picture of the world [Teliya 1988a: 3]. In this work
V.N. Teliya presented in detail the idea of the cognitive and indicative
functions of metaphors in creating a linguistic picture of the world, as well as
the role of metaphors as a model for creating new concepts (for more
information, see [Teliya 19886]), which allowed us to study the problems of
metaphors both in the intra-linguistic (nominative-functional, derivational and
structural-semantic) and in the inter-linguistic aspects [Teliya 1988a: 10].

The purpose of the report is to describe the metaphorical use of verbs
that name the properties, signs, characteristics that are part of the idea of
plants, for example, fo sow the seeds of flowers, fo sow the grain of doubt;
wheat has ripened, my daughter has ripened; roses have bloomed, sciences
have bloomed, etc.

The research material was the data of the national corpus of the Russian
language.

The paper analyzes the verbs that with the primary meaning belong to
the thematic group “PLANTS”. The analysis shows that the analyzed verbs
have a wide metaphorical use when describing other objects (in a broad
sense), for example, the river branches, the idea is ripe, sow hope, etc., as
well as when describing a person, which clearly expresses the property of
anthropometricity of metaphors. Similar verbs can be used to describe a
person based on various aspects of the similarities between him and plants: in
action, in condition, in appearance, etc. For example, sowed children in the
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world, the girl blossomed, the girl withered, the head overgrown with hair,
etc.

The theoretical significance of the report lies in the fact that the results of
the work will facilitate the study of metaphorical transfer associated with the
plant world.

The practical significance of the work is that the results of the research
can be used in conducting relevant courses in linguistics, as well as in the
practice of teaching Russian as a foreign language.
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
