The article deals with cognitive approach to terminology, according to
which the theological term is considered as part of a dynamic language model
for special purposes, which dialectically combines a stable sign form with
constant rethinking of the meaning. The conceptual variation of the
theological term in the philosophical text is caused by complexity of the term
semantics, the discursive migration, and the dialectical nature of cognition.

The purpose of the study is to identify and linguistically substantiate
differences in the conceptual filling of theological terms antipaskha, Easter,
transformation, Pentecost, Christmas in religious discourse and in the
“Philosophy of common cause” of the Russian philosopher-cosmist
N.F. Fedorov. To solve this scientific problem, the analytical tools of the
Sketch Engine case were used, the concordance of theological terms of
N.F. Fedorov’s works was compiled, and the analysis of terminology and
contextual definitions was carried out. In the second phase of the work,
elements of similarity and differences in the functioning and content of
theological terms in the religious term system and in the author’s
philosophical term system were revealed. Comparison of the content of
theological terms in two types of sources showed that these units can
penetrate into the author’s philosophical term system without rethinking (the
phenomenon of attraction), with partial or significant rethinking (the
phenomenon of transterminologisation).

In the transition from one terminology to another, the theological term
content may change under the influence of the subjective component of
meaning, reflecting the individual worldview: for example, N.F. Fedorov
interpreted Pentecost as the unification of people in the common cause of
resurrection, in the cross brotherhood and in the language; Transformation as
a symbol of the completion of the universal path from unrelatedity and
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discord to universal connection in the cause of God. The analysis showed that
the change in the content structure of theological term in the philosophy of
N.F. Fedorov does not affect the conceptual nucleus, which includes the basic
slots that are part of the new term system.
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
