The research is devoted to the selection and structural-semantic analysis
of color nominations in the poetry of Andrei Bely.

The object of the research is the work on the dictionary of color
designation of the poetic language of Bely, where seven primary colors, three
achromatic colors, as well as individual author’s connotations of color
meanings are traditionally distinguished.

In the course of a preliminary analysis of the structural and semantic
composition of color lexemes, the spectrum of most represented colors in the
poetic texts of Bely was revealed. The most frequent were yellow — 22% and
red — 21%. Further in descending order: gray — 14%, white — 10%, cyan,
black, blue and green 7% each, violet — 4%, orange — 1%.

Color meaning words are represented by almost all significant parts of
speech.

The group of designations with the meaning of yellow and red colors
occupies one of the central places in the system of the poet’s lexicon: they are
frequent, free in their compatibility, express a variety of contextual meanings.

The composition of yellow includes gold, amber, bronze colors (its
representatives make up 22% of the total number of uses). In combination
with yellow, 52 word combinations are presented in the poetry. The most
frequent coloratives: adjective and complex adjective, then participle, noun,
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verb, gerund (zheltyj, zheltochernyj, yantareyushchij, zheltizna, ozolotit,
zhelteya).

The lexeme yellow, acts not only in the direct meaning, but it also has an
additional figurative connotation (zlatye slovesa; zhelchnyj golos; zolotoj
perezvon) [Dobrovolskij, 1990: 48-67].

The second most frequently used color was red, represented in all color
shades.

58 red color lexemes, with the frequency of occurrence of 21%, are
expressed by different parts of speech: adjective (krasnyj), adverb (yakhonto),
participle (raskrasnevshis), adverb (krasneya), verb (obagtritsya), noun
(rubin). With the red color, 104 phrases are represented in the poetry.

The figurative meanings of the red color lexeme are marked (Odelis dali
radostyu bagryanoy). [Bragina 1972: 73-105; Kojevnikova 1986].

As a result of the preliminary comparative analysis, statistical data on the
peculiarities of the color meaning vocabulary representation were obtained.
The words that correspond to the color word are distinguished. The set of
individual author’s lexemes is considered.

The practical value of creating a “Dictionary” is in testing new
approaches and expanding the color words corpus of color words for
analyzing the writer’s creativity.
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
