HANDSHAKE IN ANCIENT CULTURE, NUMISMATICS AND ICONOGRAPHY

The article is devoted to the analyze how ancient sources display one of the key manifestations of
communication, greeting and consent — a handshake. In the ancient world, hands in a handshake clearly
conveyed intentions, symbolized cultural behavior, and signified clearly defined spiritual values. From a very
early age, the open palm of the hand for shaking began to symbolize the movement forward, positive motives
and lack of aggression during negotiations. Therefore, one of the earliest images of this gesture concerns the
history of diplomatic relations. In Roman times, the widespread formation of nationwide money circulation
became an excellent opportunity to inform the population through coinage. And in the coin types from the
times of Augustus to Gallienus, the symbol of the handshake conveys important moments of dynastic history,
political events, and religious changes. Many of these aspects are represented differently in the imperial and
provincial coinage, which makes the numismatic data particularly interesting.
