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Tourism potential of the Republic of Belarus

The availability of tourism potential is a necessary condition for tourism
development. The tourism industry has an enormous impact on regional development,
contributing to the budget, increasing employment, contributing to infrastructure
development, and strengthening interregional relations [1]. The tourism potential is
understood as the totality of natural, cultural, historical and socio-economic factors
for the organisation of tourism activities in a given territory.

The geopolitical position of Belarus is generally favourable, characterised by
its proximity to the European market, which accumulates 58% of global demand
for international tourism services [4]. But the current state of international tourism
in the Republic of Belarus shows that it does not yet occupy a high position in the
economy like developed countries do.

In order to make a proper assessment of the tourism potential of Belarus, it is
worth paying attention to the following characteristics:
 the recreational and geographical position of the Republic of Belarus has its pros

and cons, which should be taken into account when developing the tourism industry;
* Belarus has a competitive advantage in the potential for the development

of ecological tourism. Certain natural complexes of the country (National

Parks “Belovezhskaya Pushcha”, “Narochansky”, “Braslav Lakes”, Berezina

Biosphere Reserve and Polessky Radiation and Ecological Reserve) [3];
 the natural complexes and historical and cultural heritage of Belarus, in terms of their

cognitive and recreational value, exoticness, degree of preservation, surface area

and other characteristics, make it possible to develop a diversified and competitive
national tourist product, including various kinds of tours for foreign visitors:
sightseeing, ecological, hunting, rural, nostalgic and folklore-ethnographic;

* due to the rapidly worsening epidemiological situation in the world, the growth

rate of tourism services exports in Belarus in the first quarter and first half of 2020

was 89,8% and 40,2%, accordingly, compared to the same periods in 2019 [5];
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
