The article examines the relationship between the royal power and the temple of Esagila in the
Middle Babylonian period (during the reign of the Kassite dynasty (c. 1595 - 1157) and the Il dynasty of
Isin (c. 1156 - 1026). Based on contemporary and later cuneiform sources, the author concludes that during
this period the Esagila temple fell into the orbit of political history, as at this time Babylon and the temple
itself were plundered several times, and the statue of Marduk was taken out of the city (Hittite raid of 1595
BC, Assyrian conquest of the middle of the 13th century, Elamite raid of the 12th century) After each return
of Marduk, renovation work was carried out in the temple, as well as a new dedication of the temple to
Marduk. It is possible that after the return of the statue from Elam in the reign of king Nebuchadnezzar 1,
Marduk was officially recognized as the king of the gods and the head of the pantheon. This period is also
known for royal offerings to the temple and the placement of religious objects, and for the first time land
allotments transferred by the king to the temple are mentioned.
