The purpose of the thesis is to identify the specifics and artistic functions of
allusions in Vladimir Nabokov's novel «Lolita».

1)  toreview the main research approaches to the study of allusion and to identify
key theoretical aspects of the functioning of allusion in a literary work;

2)  to determine the types of allusive units; to identify the main types and
functions of literary allusions;

3)  on the basis of a comprehensive analysis of V. Nabokov's novel «Lolita» to
define the main types of allusions and to reveal the specifics of their
functioning in the text.

The object of the research is Vladimir Nabokov's novel «Lolita» (in English
and Russian).

The subject is the artistic functions of allusions in V. Nabokov's novel
«Lolita».
