Object of study: mass communication in social networks.

The Subject of the study: technologies of political manipulation in social
networks.

Objective: revealing the phenomenon of political manipulation in social
networks, studying its specifics and technologies.

Research methodology: used general scientific and private scientific methods.
With the help of the situational approach, the aggregates of various factors
characterizing a certain situation were considered. The work is based on conceptual
constructions developed in political science, sociology, philosophy, and psychology.
The study of political manipulation technologies is based on a combination of
comparative historical, sociocultural analysis, as well as the "Case-study" method.
With the help of a comparative historical method, changes in the practices of using
political manipulation in social networks were tracked. Sociocultural analysis made it
possible to investigate the nature of the influence of manipulation with the help of
social networks in different political systems. The "Case-study” method made it
possible to select information and study the technologies of political manipulation. In
addition, a network approach was applied, which was used to identify the influence of
social networks on the collective actions of users in politics.

In the process of writing the work, the scientific developments of the following
authors were studied: Kara-Murza S. G., Tsuladze A. M., Volodenkov S. V., Dotsenko
E. L., Stroganov V. B., Pinyugina E. V., Rogovskiy E. A., Ermakova Yu. A. and others.
We used materials from the domestic and foreign blogosphere, publications of Internet
resources. Foreign regulation of social networks was studied. The state of the
legislation of the Republic of Belarus in the field of countering political manipulation
in social networks was assessed.

Scientific novelty of the research: in the course of the research, the definition
of political manipulation is formulated, the mechanisms of data transmission and the
main manipulative technologies used in social networks are studied. Actual examples
of the use of manipulative technologies in social networks aimed at achieving different
goals are considered. The foreign experience of countering political manipulation on
the Internet has been studied.

Based on the conducted research, proposals were made to improve the legislation
of the Republic of Belarus.



The conclusions obtained in the course of the study can be used in law-making
activities and in further scientific research.
