The object of the study is the territory of the Lida district.

The goal is to develop a "green" route based on the analysis of the structure
and realization of the natural and historical and cultural potential of the Lida
district.

The research is based on the methodology of monitoring the flora and
fauna. The methods adopted in forest science, ecotourism design, mapping are
applied.

The relevance of the work is to create a network of "green" routes for the
purpose of environmental education and public education, as well as improving
the development of ecological tourism in the Lida district.

The paper examines the history of the creation of "green" routes in various
parts of the world, as well as modern approaches to the design and creation of
"green" routes.

A "green" route has been developed on the territory of the Lida district —
"On forgotten scenes", including historical, cultural and ethnographic objects. An
attempt is being made to create a walking, cycling and water route. In addition to
cultural heritage, special attention is paid to animal and plant communities. The
work carried out will become the basis for creating a network of routes in the Lida
district, which will attract tourists and allow creating and expanding tourist

infrastructure within the objects marked on the "green" route.
