3. The content of the work
Object of the study: the social relations formed during the conclusion of

contracts mediating the use of assisted reproductive technologies in private
international law.

Subject of the study: contracts mediating the use of assisted reproductive
technologies in private international law.

The aim of the thesis: to identify and solve problems arising during the
conclusion of contracts mediating the use of assisted reproductive technologies at
the national and international levels, to formulate proposals for improving the
Belarusian legislation.

Methods of research. In the thesis, common scientific methods are used:
generalization, analysis of the regulatory framework and literature sources, synthesis
and modeling. Also were used formal legal, system-structural, comparative legal
methods.

Results. The ratio of material and conflict of laws norms in the conclusion of
contracts mediating the use of assisted reproductive technologies in private
international law is determined; the author's concept of “surrogacy contract™ is
formulated; a comparative legal analysis of universal, regional, as well as bilateral
international treaties, norms of the national legislation of the Republic of Belarus
and foreign states regulating relations arising from the conclusion of contracts
mediating the use of assisted reproductive technologies in private international law
has been carried out; a conclusion has been made about the expediency of unifying
the basic provisions for the conclusion of contracts mediating the use of assisted
reproductive technologies, in private international law; optimal approaches to
conflict-of-laws regulation of relations regarding the conclusion of contracts
mediating the use of assisted reproductive technologies, rights and obligations of the
parties have been developed. The paper considers a wide range of law enforcement
practice in the field of concluding contracts mediating the use of assisted
reproductive technologies in private international law and suggests ways to improve
domestic legislation.



Reliability of materials and results of the thesis. The materials used and the
results of the thesis are reliable. The study has been conducted independently.

Recommendations for the use of the results. The results of the thesis can be
used in the process of further research of the problem, as well as in the educational
process and law enforcement process.
