ABSTRACT

Keywords: oikonyms, onomastic etymology, onomastic motivation, word-
formation types of oikonyms, onomastic variability.

The relevance of the chosen topic lies in the fact that the onyms contain
scientifically important linguistic and historical information. The oikonymic base of
the Kopylsky district of the Minsk region has not yet been sufficiently studied, and
accordingly, the study of regional onomastic units contributes to the completion of
the general onomastic national picture.

The goal of the work is to study the semantics and etymology of the oikonyms
of the Kopylsky district of the Minsk region, to analyze the oikonymic variants of
oikonyms at the phonetic, morphological, lexical levels, to identify patterns and
causes of variant pairs and series.

The goal required solving the following tasks:

* to 1dentify the features of the origin of Belarusian oikonyms by comparing
scientific and folk etymologies;

* determine the specifics of onomastic variability;

« identify variant oikonyms of the Kopylsky district of the Minsk region;

» analyze the phenomenon of variability at the phonetic, morphological and
lexical levels;

» to make conclusions about the reasons for the variability of oikonyms.

The object of the study is the oikonymic names of settlements (official and
local) Kopylsky district of Minsk region. The subject of the study is the peculiarities
of the origin of oikonymic units (from the point of view of folk and scientific
etymology), the specifics of their word-formation characteristics and the nature of
onomastic variation of the surveyed region. The factual basis of the study was the
1st volume of the 6-volume normative reference book "Names of settlements of the
Republic of Belarus, Minsk region™.

The main methods of work are descriptive, areal, semiotic, comparative.

The practical significance of the study lies in the fact that its results can be
used: 1) for further development of topical issues of oikonymic word formation; 2)
in higher education and school teaching of the Belarusian language; 3) when
choosing a normative version of the oikonym in specific communicative situations;
4) during the identification of historical and linguistic patterns of the formation of
national toponymy.
