Relevance: Islamism has become one of the most radical forms of protest against the established
order in a number of Muslim countries. Transnational Islamic networks such as Al Qaeda have taken
on the role of defenders of the interests of the broad masses of Muslims in order to use their power to
achieve their own political goals, the main one being the overthrow of existing regimes and the
establishment of global Sharia. Religious extremists are potentially dangerous not only for the Muslim
countries in which they operate, but also for other states. That is why the security of the world
community in the 21st century will largely depend on the processes taking place in the Islamic region,
with a population of more than 1.9 billion people, 80% of whom are below the poverty line. We know
that the political and economic crisis is accelerating the process of radicalization of society. Therefore,
already now we can conclude on whose side these people will be, and how they will affect the overall
picture of the world order.

Purpose of research: Determine the general characteristics and features of the activity of Al-
Qaeda in North Africa.

Obiject of research: radical Islamist organizations.

The subject: Al-Qaeda and Al-Qaeda activities in the North African region.

The methodological basis of the diploma became the principles of objectivity, historicism and
value approach.

The main provisions submitted for protection: the fight against AQ and the destruction of the
top leadership of the organization led to the structural transformation of AQ); the fight against AQ is
