The object of research the political history of Britain. The subject of the
research is the evolution of the UK's foreign policy towards European integration.

The purpose of the study identification of distinctive features of the
evolution of British policy towards European integration in the second half of the
1940s - the first half of the 1970s.

The theoretical and methodological basis is the general methods of scientific
cognition (generalization and comparison, analysis and synthesis, deduction and
induction) and special historical (historical-genetic, historical- comparative,
historical-systemic).

The elements of scientific novelty consideration of the place and role of
European integration in the policy of British governments. It is proved that at the
beginning of the integration processes in Europe, imperial sentiments were strong
in the UK, which strongly influenced the foreign policy of the state in the region
and the world. However, objective economic indicators led to a reorientation of
British foreign policy and the beginning of the breakdown of the imperial system
of thinking. In the 60s, due to changes in political sentiment among the elites and
society, Britain began active negotiations on the terms of accession to the EEC. One
of the reasons that contributed to this was the support of the population, since the
party that achieves this could very likely win the next election. It was concluded
that the general vector of foreign policy was largely changing due to changes in
the internal moods and ideology of Great Britain.
