- to study the historical conditions of the development of R. Burns’ creativity in
the context of English pre-Romanticism;

- to study the influence of R. Burns on the imaginative and ideological searches
of English and Scottish romantic poets;

- to analyze the stylistic features of the poetic language of R. Burns;

- to determine the role of R. Burns in the formation of English Romanticism.

The object of research is selected poetic works of Robert Burns and examples
of his epistolary heritage.

The subject of the study is the influence of the personality and creativity of
R. Burns on the English Romantics.
