Interrelation of sexist attitudes and social beliefs of students: abstract to the
thesis / Elizaveta Andreevna Lapanova; Faculty of Philosophy and Social Sciences,
Department of Social and Organizational Psychology; scientific hand.

The object of the study is sexist attitudes.

The subject of the study is the interrelation of sexist attitudes and social
beliefs of students.

The purpose of the study is to substantiate the relationship between sexist
attitudes and social beliefs of students.

The main results. Among the social beliefs of students, the social belief in a
dangerous world prevails. With regard to social belief in the justice of the world in
general and with regard to personality, many students completely disagree that the
world is arranged fairly. Students' hostile attitudes towards women are associated
with a lower level of beliefs about the social complexity of the world. That is, the
more hostility of attitudes towards women is manifested in students, the lower their
faith in the social complexity of the world. Hostile attitudes towards men are also
associated with a lower level of religiosity among students. That is, the more
hostility of attitudes towards men is manifested in students, the lower their level of
religiosity.

Thus, the hostile attitude of girls towards men as a manifestation of attitudes
1s associated with a low level of expression of social beliefs in the danger of the
world, cynicism of the social world and religiosity. the benevolent attitude of girls
in general towards men as a manifestation of a gender attitude is associated with the
social belief that all events in life are predetermined and that there are different ways
to influence their fate.

The hostility of girls in general towards women as a manifestation of gender
attitudes is associated with social faith in the justice of the world as a whole and at
the level of personality.
