Features of aggressiveness of high school students with different levels of
empathy: abstract to the thesis / Diana Aleksandrovna Melyankova; Faculty of
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Psychology; scientific adviser A.S. Solodukho.

Object of research: aggressiveness of personality.

Subject of research: aggressiveness of adolescents with different levels of
empathy.

The purpose of research: to identify the features of aggression in high school
students with different levels of empathy.

The results. the average level of aggressiveness prevails in girls and boys.
The indicators for the levels of empathy are as follows: the average level of empathy
prevails among girls and boys.

When searching for differences in forms of aggressive behavior in high school
students with different levels of empathy, the following was revealed. When
analyzing gender differences in forms of aggressive behavior in high school students
with a low level of empathy, we found that there are statistically significant
differences between men and women on the scales: «physical aggression» - higher
rates are observed in men; «emotional aggression» - higher rates are observed in
women. As a result of a comparative analysis of forms of aggressive behavior in
high school students with an average level of empathy, we found that men have
higher averages on all scales of forms of aggressive behavior than women, except
for the «emotional aggressiony» scale. When analyzing the gender differences in the
forms of aggressive behavior in high school students with a high level of empathy,
we found that there are statistically significant differences between men and women,
for which men have higher indicators, according to the scales: «physical aggressiony
and «subject aggressiony.

With a high level of empathy, adolescents are significantly less prone to all
forms of aggression, compared with adolescents with low empathic abilities. In the
process of correlation analysis, the connections between the 5th scales of forms of
aggressive behavior and empathy in high school students were revealed. Thus, we
can conclude that the higher the level of empathy, the lower the level of the above
scales.
