The results. Generation Z Internet users can be described as highly
knowledgeable about various social networks, as well as having a high level of digital
competence. Generation Y Internet users can be described as quite knowledgeable
about various social networks, as well as having a fairly good level of digital
competence. Generation X Internet users have a low level of digital competence.
Internet users of generations X, Y, Z highlight the communication and information
functions of social networks, less often - entertainment, consider social networks
dangerous, but have a positive attitude towards communication in social networks.
Internet users of generations X, Y, Z prefer communication in social networks rather
than communication in blogs and forums, and are also registered in three or more social
networks. It has been established that Internet users of generations Y and Z are
passionate about various activities in social networks, are moderately communicative,
and also moderately public. Internet users of generation Z visit social networks very
often, Y - often visit social networks, X - regularly visit social networks. Generation X
Internet users are weakly involved in various activities in social networks, are weakly
attached to the virtual space, are poorly communicative, and not very public.
Generations X, Y, Z Internet users' perceptions of electronic social networks are
neutral.
