Peculiarities of perception of children's lies by mothers and fathers of
preschoolers: annotation to the thesis / Volodzko Maria Vladimirovna; Faculty of
Philosophy and Social Sciences, Department of Social and Organizational
Psychology; scientific hands O. G. Ksenda.

Object of the research is the perception of children’s lies.



Subject of the research is the perception of children's lies by mothers and
fathers of preschool children.

Purpose of research: to determine the characteristics of the perception of
children’s lies by mothers and fathers of preschool children.

The results. Most of the parents in our study identified fear as the main reason
children lie. Lying out of fear is the most common type of lying in children. The
child lies because he is afraid that he will be punished or humiliated. A child may
lie out of fear of upsetting, disappointing parents, or maybe out of fear of being
rejected, deprived of parental love. The second place is getting what you want. This
is a lie for the sake of gain, for the sake of getting what you want, the child lies to
get what he is not allowed to. The third place is occupied by the thirst for attention.
Children want to get the attention of adults in various ways and may resort to lies to
get this very attention. Rejection, lack of love makes the child resort to lies in order
to attract the attention of dear people, to increase his significance in all possible
ways. Turning to the analysis of reactions to lies of mothers and fathers of preschool
children, the following was revealed - the most frequent reactions are: talking with
the child and finding out the reason. The rest of the answers are less common and
do not appear in every question. Speaking about differences in response to lies,
significant differences were found in the question of response to lies, that is, based
on the responses of fathers, they are more likely to ignore the lies of the child than
mothers.
