Object of research: stigmatization of loneliness

Subject of research: stigmatization of loneliness by young people in china

Purpose of research: To reveal how loneliness is felt and socially perceived by
young people in China and to what extent it is stigmatized.

The results. According to the interview results, young Chinese have a negative
and negative perception of loneliness itself, as well as presenting it in a negative
social image. The loneliness of others is more often perceived as a personal choice
and is not a lack of social interaction, and young people do not evaluate lonely people
through negative and stereotypical points, but rather as a playful hint, i.e. there are no
obvious signs of stigmatization.
