The relationship of role expectations and satisfaction with marriage in men and

Object of research: role expectations

Subject of research: the relationship between role expectations and satisfaction
with marriage in men and women in marital relations

Purpose of research: to characterize the relationship between role expectations
and satisfaction with marriage in men and women in marital relationships

The results. It was revealed that the majority of men have more pronounced
intimate-sexual function and social activity, women have more pronounced personal
identification with their spouse, parental-educational function, emotional-
psychotherapeutic function, social activity and external attractiveness.

Differences in the level of satisfaction with marriage between men and women
in marital relationships have not been established.



The nature of the relationship between role expectations and satisfaction with
marriage in men and women in marital relations has been revealed. The data obtained
allow us to state that both men and women are quite happy and satisfied with their
marriage. Correlation analysis revealed a number of relationships: in men, a
relationship was established between the level of satisfaction with marriage and
Intimate-sexual function; in women, relationships were found between the level of
satisfaction with marriage and personal identification and with the parental-educational
function.
