The relationship between risk appetite and decision-making among
entrepreneurs in the sphere of trade: abstract for the thesis / Belodedova Irina
Borisovna; Faculty of Philosophy and Social Sciences, Department of Social and
Organizational Psychology; scientific hands A.V. Galuz.

Object of research of the study is decision making, risk appetite.

Subject of research of the study is the relationship between risk appetite
and decision-making among entrepreneurs in the trade sector.

Purpose to research: identify the relationship between risk appetite and
decision-making among entrepreneurs in the trade sector.

The results. The group of successful entrepreneurs did not reveal a low
level of risk appetite. A group of successful entrepreneurs shows a high level of
vigilance when making decisions, a high level of procrastination. They have low
failure avoidance and low over-vigilance scores. A connection has been established
between a high level of risk appetite and vigilance among successful entrepreneurs,
between a high level of risk appetite and "procrastination”, between a high level of
risk appetite and "hyper vigilance". This means that the higher the risk appetite of
an entrepreneur, the more vigilant he is in making decisions, approaches
everything thoughtfully, balancedly, tries to avoid panic in choosing between
alternatives, the more successful he is in business. Respondents who started the
elimination procedure show a high level of avoidance, note a high level of
hypervigilance, and, naturally, have a low level of vigilance. A relationship has
been established between a low level of risk appetite and individual decision-
making style “vigilance”, between a low level of risk appetite and “avoidance” in
decision-making, between a low level of risk appetite and “over-vigilance”. This
suggests that the lower the risk appetite of an entrepreneur, the more impulsive he
approaches decision-making, the more often he avoids taking responsibility for his
choice, which leads to business failures.
