The objective is to investigate the question of the ancestral homeland (or
ancestral homeland) of the Slavs, i.e., the territory where the formation of the
Slavic ethno-linguistic community took place and continued.

The research object are the East Slavic languages (to a large extent Russian,
Belarusian).

The research subject subject It is a consideration of the structural, thematic
unigueness of the areas of Slavia Orthodoxa and Slavia Latina.

The relevance modern S.Ya., acting as a set of mutually related vernacular
dialects, various supra-dialect speech forms and literary language, are divided into
three groups: eastern (Russian, Ukrainian, Belarusian), Western (Czech, Slovak,
Polish, Kashubian, Serboluzhitsky with two literary languages: Upper and Lower
Lusatian) and southern (Bulgarian, Macedonian, Serbo-Croatian, Slovenian).
These groups are distinguished on a territorial basis, taking into account the
differences and similarities that have historically developed between the respective
villages.

Methods used in writing the diploma paper: analysis, description, synthesis,
comparison, structural and functional method.
