SUMMARY

Structure and volume. The thesis consists of an introduction, three
chapters, a conclusion, a list of references, which includes 35 sources. The total
volume of work is 49 pages.

Purpose of the study to analyze the specifics of the artistic comprehension
of the world of childhood and the world of animals in the stories of A. I. Kuprin.

Research methods historical-literary, descriptive, analytical.

Relevance and choice of topic due to the importance for Russian literature,
especially children's, and the insufficient study of this part of Kuprin's work, which
causes various, sometimes contradictory judgments of critics and literary critics.

Scientific novelty lies in the fact that the artistic value of Kuprin's stories
about children and animals is comprehended from modern positions.

The results obtained and their novelty In Kuprin's stories devoted to
children, two main groups of heroes can be distinguished: children from rich
families and children of the poor. The picture of childhood in the writer's prose is
realistic, full of contrasts. Much attention is paid to children whose childhood
experienced significant trials due to social inequality. Depicting the life difficulties
of the heroes of the works and how they overcome these difficulties, Kuprin refers
to the inner world of the child. The writer gives human features to the characters of
animals, showing that a bad attitude towards animals turns a person into a beast,
drives him into a cage of anger and hatred.

Practical significance The materials of the thesis can be used in the
educational process in the preparation of essays and term papers on the work of A.
I. Kuprin and Russian literature at the turn of the 19th — 20th centuries.
