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The purpose of the thesis is to study the theoretical and practical issues of the
efficient use of the material resources of the enterprise and develop ways to reduce the
cost of furniture production of the Foreign Limited Liability Company "SWOODS
export" (hereinafter - 1000 "SWOODS export").

In order to achieve this goal, the following tasks were set by the author:

1. To study the nature, essence, methods of analysis of the use of material
resources.

2. Conduct an analysis of the use of material resources in the production of
furniture.

3. Conduct an analysis of the availability of material resources.

4. To identify the reserves of cost savings in the production of furniture.

5. To study directions for improving the use of material resources in furniture
production.

6. Suggest ways to improve the efficiency of the use of material resources in
furniture production.

Object of study: 1000 "SWOODS export".

Subject of study: the use of material resources in furniture production.

Research methods: comparative analysis, groupings, expert assessments,
graphical method, chain substitution method.

Area of possible practical application: the proposed solution can be used in
practice when optimizing board cutting to fixed lengths.
