Topic: The mythological basis of modern neo-pagan cults (on the example of
the Wicca religion)

The thesis consists of the content, 3 abstracts (in Russian, Belarussian,
English), an introduction, 3 chapters, a conclusion, a list of sources used. The total
volume of the thesis is 68 pages, including a bibliographic list (5 pages). The number
of used sources is 70.

Key words: neo-paganism, Wicca, Irish mythology, pantheon, holidays,
cosmogonic myths.

Relevance of this topic is due to the spread of such a phenomenon as neo-
paganism in the world, including the CIS, as well as the growth of its popularity.

Chronology of this research covers the time frame of the mid-twentieth -
early twenty-first centuries, that is the period from the beginning of the emergence
of Wicca to the modern stage of development.

The object of the study is neo—pagan religion of Wicca. Subject — is the
mythological basis of modern celt neo—pagan cults

The purpose of the thesis is to study the mythological basis of the Wicca
religion and to identify its connection with ancient Celtic mythology.

Research methods: theoretical analysis of sources, generalization,
systematization, induction and deduction, historical and comparative.

Results of the research: the thesis describes the causes of the emergence and
popularity of neo-pagan cults, examines the history of the emergence of the neo-
pagan religion of Wicca and its trends, and analyzes the mythological basis of its
pantheon, holidays and cosmogonic myths in comparison with the mythology of the
ancient Celts.

As a result of the research, it was found that Wicca is not an ancient religion, as its
followers claim. It is an eclectic mix of various religions, including a more Celtic
one. Nevertheless, this religion took a specific mythological basis, and therefore,
despite its relatively recent emergence, it can be called an attempt to reconstruct
ancient beliefs and rethink them for modern society.
