Topic: «The Jews of Babylonia during the Babylonian Captivity (586536
B.C.)

This work investigates the Jews deported to Babylonia in the VI century
(586-536 B.C.). The practice of naming the Jewish population in Babylonia on the
basis of cuneiform sources. Comparing the difference between the Jewish and
Babylonian system of names and genders.

The purpose of the thesis is to study the phenomenon of the Babylonian
Exile and the process of diaspora formation, based on the latest data — cuneiform
texts from Al-Yahudu.

Methods of work: historical-systematic method allow to study Judea and its
society as a complex historical system, with its elements and their interrelations;
historical-comparative method enable to compare the role of factors that influenced
the formation of cultural identity; historical-genetic method provide to study the
genesis of Jewish society from the siege of Jerusalem to the decree of Cyrus the
Great; linguistic methods — contextual methodology for geographical attribution;
component analysis for the development of the problem of Yahweh names.

The sources are dividing into biblical and non-biblical. Biblical sources is
books of the Old Testament. Those books (or parts), were writing between VI-IV
centuries BC: Haggai Obadiah, Jeremiah, Ezekiel, Isaiah, Zechariah, Daniel,
Psalms, Job. The most significant confirmation of the Babylonian captivity are non-
biblical sources. Cuneiform texts from Al-Yahudu stand out. They include 289 clay
tablets written in Akkadian cuneiform script. The texts are legal and administrative
documents such as bills of exchange, lease agreements, receipts and lists. Texts are
rarely isolated from each other. They can usually are joined to larger private and
institutional archives.

Analysis of the Al-Yahudu texts as part of a larger archive showed that
Babylonian sources rarely reveal the ethnic or geographical origin of people. The
naming practice is an important method of identifying immigrants reflected in
cuneiform texts. Yahwist theophoric names (referring to the God Yahweh (YHWH))
can be used to identify Jews in Babylonia.

The deportees had given land plots for cultivation. They were obliged to pay
taxes and perform work, perform military service. Some of the deportees was also



needed in the towns. Foreign craftsmen, merchants and soldiers worked in the royal
service. Another’s of the deportees came to the local and regional administrations of
Babylonia.
