The object of the study is the socio—political processes in the Ancient Roman
Republic in the I1-I centuries B.C.

The subject of the research is the provincial administration and corruption of
provincial officials in the Ancient Roman Republic in the I1-I centuries B. C.

The purpose of the thesis is to find the relationship between the system of provincial
government, the peculiarities of legal proceedings, the socio—cultural environment and the
abuse of power by provincial officials.

The objectives of the thesis are to determine the methods and effectiveness of
provincial government, to identify the main trends in the fight against corruption, taking
into account socio—political, ethical and other reasons in Rome in the II-I centuries B.C.
to determine the effectiveness of state measures to combat corruption.
