Topic The mythological tradition of South Kyushu in the All-Japanese
religious and mythological complex.

Key words: mythology, South Kyushu, Kojiki, Nihon Seki, Hayato, Azumi,
Kumaso.

Relevance: there is a significant amount of research devoted to the study of
Japanese mythology in Russian, English and Japanese. Nevertheless, there are no
special works devoted to the mythological tradition of the peoples of South Kyushu,
despite the fact that in many studies there are indications of its existence and even
references to it. The study of the mythological tradition of South Kyushu allows us
to look into the history of interethnic interactions at the stage of the active expansion
of the Yamato state, as well as explain some modern differences in the religiosity
of the Kyushu population from the rest of Japan.

The purpose of the thesis — the selection and study of the mythological
tradition of the peoples who inhabited South Kyushu from the common Japanese
religious and mythological complex.

Object of research — the cultural-religious aspect of Japanese life.

Subject of research — Japanese religious and mythological complex.

Methods The methodological basis of the research is based on the principles
of historicism and objectivity. The complex of general scientific (synthesis,
induction, deduction, comparison, generalization) and special historical (historical-
genetic, historical-comparative, prosopographic) methods was used in the work.

The main provisions submitted for protection.

The ethnic picture of ancient Japan is completely different from the modern situation
in which we see Japan as a reference example of a mono-ethnic state. In the process
of its expansion to the south, the Yamato state encountered carriers of a different
mythological tradition — the Azumi, Kumaso and Hayato peoples, who were
successfully assimilated. Nevertheless, these peoples managed to leave a part of their
mythological tradition to the future Japanese, which was included in the all-Japanese
religious and mythological complex, and some elements of their tradition still appear
in Japanese religion.

Structure and scope of the thesis. The thesis consists of abstract, an
introduction, four chapters, 14 sections, a conclusion, a list of used sources and
literature. 44 sources were used in the preparation. The total volume of the work is
60 pages.
