Relevance: Origin of the lonian cities of the western coast of Asia Minor is
still based on the data of the ancient narrative tradition, in the center of which is the
legend of the migration of lonians from Balkan Greece in the XI — IX centuries BC.
Archaeological excavations of [onia in the 2nd half of the XX century reveal more
complex picture of the continuity of its population and culture with the the Late
Bronze Age of the XII — XI centuries BC. This casts doubt on the traditional model
of settlement of Ionia and gives the work the necessary novelty and relevance.

Purpose of the study is to identify a historically reliable core in the ancient
legend of the lonian migration.

Object of research: migration processes on the west coast of Asia Minor and
the formation of its population in the XII — VI centuries BC

Subject of research: Ionian colonization of Asia Minor
