Topic: The evolution of the wedding ceremony of Belarusians in 19th — 20th
centuries.

Keywords: evolution, traditional Belarusian wedding, pre-wedding rites,
post-wedding rites, Soviet wedding, marriage, family.

Relevance: at the moment there are tendencies to increase the role of
traditional culture in modern society, to attract the attention of the people to the
national peculiarities of the history and culture of Belarusians. The customs and
traditions of the Belarusian wedding are quite a claimed request of young people,
so their popularization is especially relevant.

The purpose of the thesis is to conduct a comprehensive analysis of the
traditional Belarusian wedding cycle and its changes in 20th century.

The object of research of the thesis is the traditional Belarusian wedding.

The subject of the thesis research is the evolution of the wedding
ceremony.

Methodological basis of the thesis are basic scientific principles, such as
the principle of historicism, the principles of objectivity and consistency. In the
process of writing the work, both general scientific (analysis, synthesis,
generalization, comparison) and special historical (historical-systemic, historical-
comparative, historical-genetic) methods were used. Separately, it is also worth
noting the method of field research, characteristic for ethnology.

The results: based on the conducted research, the traditional Belarusian
wedding cycle and its changes in 20th century were analyzed. In a traditional
wedding, there were three stages: pre-wedding, the wedding itself, and post-
wedding. All the rituals of these stages had different functions, but they were always
aimed at bringing the newlyweds closer and consolidating their new social status.
The analysis of the evolution of the wedding in the Soviet period showed the
tendency of the return of traditional rituals with a change in their semantic load, as
well as people rethinking the very essence of marriage and family.

The structure of the thesis: the thesis consists of an introduction, summary
in three languages, five chapters of the main part, a conclusion and a list of
references. The total volume of work is 77 pages. The list of references and sources
include 92 positions.
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
