The 
availability of standardized data structures and software interfaces to access and 
manipulate these data structures, facilitating their development and debugging, will 
allow to quickly increase the demand for open data in the Republic of Belarus, as well 
as to form new layers of open data using international experience. 

The research methodology is based on the method of theoretical research, 
general scientific method of cognition (analysis and synthesis, abstraction and 
generalization), analysis and empirical research (observation, measurement, 
experiment).
