Relevance. The relevance of the study of this topic is due to the importance of 
events during which changes occur. The war had a huge impact on the world order 
and its subsequent development and became one of the most controversial issues in 
the post war period. A huge literary base has been created, on the basis of which 
knowledge about the main events and results of the war is presented. Nevertheless, 
when studying the history of the Great Patriotic War, there are a large number of 
opposing approaches, which causes fierce disputes in scientific circles. In the 
territory of Belarus, for a relatively short period of occupation, the bodies necessary 
for the timely implementation of the tasks set were formed. The implementation of 
the Eastern policy set by the German government rested on the shoulders of these 
rapidly formed institutions. The police authorities actively participated in the 
establishment of the new German regime, and in fact, together with the local 
authorities, replaced the state power in the occupied territory. 

The aim of the thesis is to reveal the occupation structure, functions and 
interaction of the Wehrmacht formations and civil bodies in the occupied territories 
of Belarus during the Great Patriotic War of 1941-1944. The object of the research 
is the the system of military formations and government bodies in the occupied 
territory of Belarus. When writing the thesis, the following methods were used: 
analysis, synthesis, chronological method, historical method.  

The main provisions submitted for defense. During the establishment of the 
occupation regime, one of the main goals of the German government was to create 
an extensive and well equipped police system. The system built by the German 
leadership was primarily aimed at grouping a number of military bodies in the 
occupied territory, called upon to provide military support to the front. And to carry 
out economic expansion, a spectacular occupation apparatus was created, which 
allowed up to a certain point quite successfully to solve repressive and punitive tasks 
in the occupied territory and economically exploit the occupied areas.
