Of these: a list of sources and literature - 8 pages 
(113 titles), annotations in Belarusian, Russian and English  3 pages, annexes  5 
pages.

The object of research is the historiography devoted to the problem of history 
and documentary composition of the archive of Vytautas the Great. 

The subject of the research is the state of development of the problem of 
history and documentary composition of the archive of Vytautas the Great in 
historiography. 

The aim of the research is to determine the current state of research on the 
history and documentary composition of the archive of the Grand Duke of Lithuania 
Vitovt in the works of both domestic and historians of the neighboring countries 
(Poland, Lithuania, Russia, Ukraine). 

The theoretical and methodological basis of the research is made up of both 
general scientific methods (analysis, synthesis, induction, deduction) and a set of 
methods of historical science: (historical-genetic, historical-systemic, historical-
comparative and the method of content analysis). The work is structured in 
accordance with the principles of objectivity, historicism, systematic, value-based 
approach to history. 

The results obtained and their novelty. The thesis examines the works of 
Belarusian, Polish, Lithuanian, Ukrainian and Russian researchers. The author of the 
work proved that, to the greatest extent, the first place in the study of the archive of 
Vytautas Keistutovich is occupied by Polish scientists, then by Lithuanian, 
Belarusian, Russian, and Ukrainian. In historiography, the term "Archive of 
Vytautas" is not even given a definition, which is due to the insufficient attention of 
researchers to the terminology introduced by them.
