The Influence of the Personality Traits of the "Dark Triad" on the Aggression of
Chinese Students: Abstract for Master's Thesis / Zhuang Guanhao; Faculty of
Philosophy and Social Sciences, Department of Social and Organizational Psychology;

Object of study: personality traits of the "Dark Triad" among Chinese students.

Subject of study: the influence of the personality traits of the "Dark Triad" on
the aggression of Chinese students.

The purpose of the study: to determine the influence of the personality traits of
the "Dark Triad" on the aggression of Chinese students.

Main results. As a result of the empirical study, the following results were
obtained:

1. Men had statistically higher scores on Machiavellianism, psychopathy and
narcissism, as well as on physical aggressiveness, compared to women. No gender
differences were found in terms of situational aggression.

2. Regardless of gender, indicators of Machiavellianism, psychopathy and
narcissism have a positive significant relationship with indicators of verbal aggression,
anger, hostility, auto-aggression, the state of anger, experiencing anger, the verbal form
of expressing anger, the physical form of expressing anger, anger as a personality trait,
innate anger , external expression of anger, internal expression of anger, internal control
of anger; indicators of Machiavellianism and psychopathy with indicators of physical
aggression, and indicators of Machiavellianism and narcissism with indicators of
reactive anger.

3. It was found that, regardless of gender, Machiavellianism has an impact on
hostility, psychopathy - on physical and verbal aggression, as well as auto-aggression,
narcissism - on verbal aggression and anger.

4. It was determined that, regardless of gender, indicators of Machiavellianism
affect the general state of anger, the strength of experiencing anger, the tendency to use
the verbal form of expressing anger, as well as the height of indicators of anger as a
personality trait, as well as the actualization of innate anger. In turn, indicators of
narcissism affect the general state of anger and the height of indicators of anger as a
personality trait.

5. In men, the influence of narcissism on the preference for the physical form of
expressing anger was revealed. Women are characterized by the influence of
psychopathy on the external and internal expression of anger and internal control of
anger, as well as the influence of narcissism on the experience of anger and internal
expression of anger.
