The Relationship between Sexual Motivation and the Quality of
Marriage in Chinese Families: Abstract for Master's Thesis / Li Yue;
Faculty of Philosophy and Social Sciences, Department of Social and
Organizational Psychology; scientific hands I.A. Furmanov.

Object of study: Sexual motivation and quality of marriage in
Chinese families.

Subject of study: The relationship between sexual motivation and
the quality of marriage in Chinese families.

Purpose of the study: To determine the relationship between sexual
motivation and the quality of marriage in Chinese families.

Main results :

1. Based on the analysis of the data, it is concluded that the main
characteristics of traditional Chinese marriage are: organized by parents,
attention to the reproductive function of marriage, the superiority of men
over women, and is strictly evaluated. It also had a profound effect on the
modern concept of marriage and the characteristics of marriage in China.

And the modern Chinese view of marriage has gradually changed
from conservative to open. A new generation of young people strive for
independence, freedom and quality of life, especially for the awakening
of women's independence and self-awareness, gradually raising the value
of gender equality. This has also led to the current state of marriage in
China: marriage rates are declining, divorce rates are rising, and the age
at first marriage is getting later.

2. And the characteristics of ancient Chinese sexual culture include:
the coexistence of sexual freedom and sexual confinement, the
coexistence of sexual indulgence and sexual repression; combination of
sex and marriage. Men and women are equally unequal in sexual relations,
and women are shackled by the shackles of "chastity."

And in modern Chinese society, the sexual concept is gradually
revealed, and the trend towards asceticism is weakening. The sexual
concept of modern youth groups as a whole tends to be open and
inclusive, sex is no longer fully associated with marriage, and the
traditional concept of female chastity is also greatly weakened.

3. It was found that in terms of the quality of marriage in men, only
the “Compatibility of Personalities” indicator is higher than in women.
No statistically significant differences were found for other parameters.

4. It was determined that in the hierarchy of sexual motivations for
women the dominant motives are: “Feeling of domination by a partner”,



“Exit from an unfavorable psychological state” and “Expression of the
significance of one’s partner”, and for men - “Feeling of one’s own power
over a partner”, “Exit from an unfavorable psychological state” and
“Self-importance for a partner”.

5. In the sexual motivation of Chinese spouses, significant
differences were revealed: in women, the motive “Feeling of domination
by a partner” is more pronounced than in men, and in men - the motives
“Out of an unfavorable psychological state”, “Feeling of one’s own
power over a partner”’, “ Self-importance for a partner” and “Getting
pleasure” are stronger than in women.

6. Relationships between sexual motivation and the quality of
women's marriage have been established. In women, the motive "Feeling
of domination by a partner" negatively correlates with the indicator
"Personal compatibility” and positively correlates with the indicator
"Children and marriage"; the motive "Expression of the significance of
one's partner" negatively correlates with the indicators "Personality
compatibility" and "Equality of roles” (RR), and positively correlates
with the indicators "Communication of partners" and "Compatibility of
faith"; the motive “Getting out of an unfavorable psychological state”
positively correlates with the indicators “Satisfaction with marriage” and
“Compatibility of personality”’; the motive “Self-importance for a partner”
negatively correlates with the indicators “Excessive idealization” and
“Financial management”, and positively correlates with the indicator
“Personal compatibility”; the motive "Expression of care in order to
improve the psychological state of the partner" negatively correlates with
the indicator "Children and marriage"; the motive "Getting pleasure™
positively correlates with the indicators "Satisfaction with marriage",
"Communication of partners", "Sexual life" and "Compatibility of faith".

7. Relationships between sexual motivation and the quality of men's
marriage are determined. In men, the motive "Feeling of domination by a
partner" negatively correlates with the "Personality Compatibility"
indicator and positively correlates with the "Faith Compatibility"
indicator; the motive "Reproduction of the kind" positively correlates
with the indicator "Financial management"; the motive "Feeling of own
power over a partner" negatively correlates with the indicator "Leisure
activity"; the motive "Self-importance for a partner" positively correlates
with the indicator "Personality Compatibility".
