THE US CONSTITUTION AS A POLITICAL-LEGAL ACT:
CHARACTERISTIC, MEANING, SCOPE OF APPLICATION

Keywords: constitution, amendments, declaration, bill.

Object of research: The Constitution of the United States of America.

Subject of research: constitutional legal documents governing the main
provisions of the US Constitution.

The purpose of the work: to reveal the significance of the US constitution as a
political and historical source, to determine the scope of application in world practice.

Research methods: among the research methods in such a historical science of
American studies, one of the dominant ones is the one that justified continuity and
evolutionism in the development of the Constitution and the American state as a whole.
This method of research says that the revolution aimed not so much to change as to
consolidate democratic principles during the colonial era, as well as to save them from
the influence of the British government. As for the second method of research, on the
contrary, he gave a radical justification for the renovationist nature of the impact of the
revolution on the American state. This method of research asserts that the undemocratic
colonial policy was the main reason that pleased the revolution.

The source base of the diploma research was the works of domestic and foreign
authors, such as Kuritsyn V.M., Lightfoot K., Lafitskiy V. I., Commager G., Savelyev
V. A., Foster U. and others.

The structure and scope of the thesis: The thesis consists of an introduction,
three chapters, a conclusion, a list of used sources and literature. The total amount of
work 1s 68 pages. Of these: a list of sources and literature — 4 pages (49 titles), an
abstract in Russian, Belarusian and English — 3 pages.

Based on the results of the work carried out, it can be argued that the development
and adoption of the US Constitution took place at a difficult time for the country.
Historians say that this period was a turning point for the United States. The main
purpose of the adoption of the Constitution was the need to legitimize the changes taking
place at that time, to make the position of the states in the world the most stable.
