The thesis is devoted to the issues of assessing the creditworthiness of
corporate bank borrowers. In this paper, the theoretical aspects of assessing
creditworthiness are presented for consideration, an analysis of the credit activity
of «Belinvestbank» JSC is carried out, and measures to improve the rating
assessment of creditworthiness are substantiated.

The object of the study is the lending activity of commercial banks (on the
example of JSC "Belinvestbank").

The subject of the study is a set of theoretical, methodological and practical
approaches to assessing the creditworthiness of large legal entities.

In the first review, the main aspects of determining the creditworthiness of
finding banks were considered, the factors affecting the creditworthiness of large
corporate clients of banks were identified, complex methods for assessing the
creditworthiness of legal entities were analyzed.

In the second chapter, the organizational and economic characteristics of
«Belinvestbank» JSC are given, the credit activity of the bank and the credit risk
management policy are analyzed.

The third chapter developed a methodology for rating the creditworthiness of
large borrowers, including a set of studies of quantitative and qualitative factors of
credit risks using formalized and expert approaches. Also, the use of a
comprehensive methodology for rating the creditworthiness of large borrowers was
demonstrated on the example of an industrial enterprise.

The author of the work confirms that the calculation and analytical material
correctly and objectively reflects the state of the process under investigation. All
theoretical, methodological positions and concepts borrowed from scientific
sources are accompanied by references to their authors.
