Topic: Innovative aspects in the archiving of the United States of America of
the XX-XXI centuries: origins and development.

Key words: United States of America, archiving, innovation, information

The relevance of the topic lies in the fact that today the level of progress in the
implementation of various innovations in the American archive industry has gone far
from many other countries. Today, it is our American colleagues who have solved a
number of fundamental issues regarding the digitization of documents, the approach to
the design and construction of archival buildings, as well as the use of the achievements
of the information technology industry in document management. It is in view of this
that the Belarusian archival industry has a wide range of opportunities for adopting this
experience from foreign colleagues.

Purpose — identify and characterize the stages of evolution and development of
the main trends in the aspect of introducing innovations in the American archival
industry.

The object of the research are monographs, articles, materials and other
publications by foreign authors devoted to innovations and the process of their
implementation in the American archival industry.

The subject of research of the master's thesis can be the activities of the US
archives service in the optimization and improvement of aspects such as digitization
and storage of archival documents, as well as the introduction of information
technologies for managing arrays of operational and retrospective information.

The methodological basis of the research was made up of the system-structural
method, the comparative method, the method of content analysis. The work is
structured in accordance with the principles of objectivity, historicism, consistency,
value approach in history.

The main provisions for the defense. The introduction of innovations into the
American archival system is closely related to the technological advances of the United
States in the XX-XXI centuries, the active study of the legal framework for document
management, proper funding of the archival sphere and, in part, a certain
decentralization of the system — with some subordination to a higher body in the person
of the chief archivist of the United States and NARA.

The symbiosis of information technology and the American archival industry
can be divided into two stages. The first one begins in the early 1990s, when a
theoretical basis for solving fundamental problems in the digitalization of archival and
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library materials is being actively developed and created. The next stage began in the
late 1990s - and continues to this day - it includes the active creation of digital projects
- for document management, the creation of digital repositories for archives and
libraries, the revision of the theoretical framework of the 1990s, and the search for
additional private sources of funding.

The structure and scope of the master's thesis. The master's thesis consists of
an introduction, three chapters, a conclusion and a list of references. The total volume
is 121 pages. Of these: a list of used literature — 14 (182 positions), a general description
of the work in russian, belarusian and english languages.
