Summary

Topic: Minsk during the years of German occupation: historical and
cartographic research

The purpose of the work: to present a description of the complex of
cartographic sources on the state of Minsk during the German occupation.

The relevance of the work lies in the fact that during the years of German
occupation, the capital of the BSSR, Minsk, suffered the most damage among other
capitals of the Union republics. This damage was expressed both in the destruction of
the buildings and infrastructure of the city, and in huge, irreparable human losses, and
one of the ways to assess the extent of the damage caused to the city, as well as the
tragedy of its inhabitants, is a comprehensive study of the products of cartography,
which reflects the territory of the city in different periods , because cartographic
sources are special sources, they are a combination of textual and graphic information,
and contain information about the state of the area in the past. The relevance of the
topic of the master's thesis is also due to the growing interest in studying the events of
the history of the Great Patriotic War on the territory of Belarus, including using data
from cartographic historical sources.

Object of research: the territory of Minsk in the period from 1941 to 1944.

Subject of research: a complex of cartographic materials reflecting the territory
of Minsk during the period of German occupation.

The results of the study and their novelty: the work identified the main
approaches, forms, methods and methods of working with cartographic sources, as well
as presented and described a wide range of documents reflecting the territory of Minsk
during the years of German occupation, reflected the dynamics of changes in Minsk
during the German occupation. occupation, and also describes the ways, forms and
methods of using modern information technologies when working with cartographic
materials.

The structure and scope of the dissertation: the work consists of an abstract in
three languages, an introduction, four chapters, a conclusion and a list of references
