The goal of work: to study theoretical approaches to the formation of green
economy in the countries of the Caspian region and to develop practical
recommendations for its subsequent development.

In order to achieve this goal it is necessary to solve the following objectives:

1. to reveal the main approaches to the definition of the concept of green
economy, to analyse the main indicators, indices and systems for measuring the
efficiency and degree of "greening” of the economies of the Caspian region
countries.

2. identify the characteristics of the Caspian basin countries that potentially
determine their opportunities for sustainable development.

3. analyse the conditions for implementing a green economy and eco-
innovation policies in Caspian Sea countries.

4. identify the main problems that arise in the process of implementing the
transition to a green economy in the region.

5. develop practical recommendations for using the natural resource and
socio-economic potential of the Caspian region to green the economy in the context
of sustainable development.

The object of the study is the green economy as a global concept which
determines the sustainable development of the world economy.

The subject of the study is the features and problems of the transition to a
green economy in the countries of the Caspian region in order to achieve sustainable
environmental and economic development.

Formulation of the obtained results and their novelty:

The scientific novelty of the study lies in the theoretical justification of the
need for green transition of the Caspian region countries and a comprehensive
analysis of the level of greening of their national economies. The author's definition
of the concept of "green economy" is also given. The elements of scientific novelty
include the development of a system of selective indicators of sustainable
development for targeted comprehensive assessment of the dynamics of the Caspian
countries’ movement towards greening their economies, taking into account national
priorities.

The practical significance of the study lies in the fact that the problems and
promising areas of green transition and promotion of a green agenda in the Caspian
countries identified in the course of the study have been used to develop
recommendations for the further formation of a green economic model in the



Caspian region, and the significance of the research results is related to the
possibility of using them to improve green transition strategies in the RES, transport
and logistics and economic sectors, as well as in the development of a
comprehensive assessment of the dynamics of the countries of the Caspian region.

The main provisions and conclusions of the master's thesis were discussed at
the 80th scientific-practical conference of graduate students, undergraduates and
students of BSU and reflected in the article "The formation of a ""green" economy in
the Caspian region in the context of sustainable development”, which will be
published in the proceedings of the above-mentioned BSU FMO conference.

Structure and volume of the thesis.

The master's thesis consists of a list of abbreviations and terms, introduction,
general description of the work, three chapters, conclusion, bibliographical list
including 195 titles. The work is presented on 113 pages. The volume occupied by
tables is 14, by figures — 5, 8 appendices and the list of used sources consists of 14
pages.

The first chapter examines theoretical concepts of green economy, factors and
tools of its implementation, as well as the methodology of measurement and
indicators of green growth.

The second chapter examines some distinctive characteristics of the Caspian
region in the context of sustainable development and analyses the dynamics of the
green transition in the countries involved.

The third chapter examines the challenges of developing a green economy in the

Caspian countries and the development of future directions for the further
transformation of national economies in the region.
